The Science We Need for the Mediterranean Sea We Want (SciNMeet) Programme will address
major Mediterranean challenges and gaps in scientific knowledge with the aim to better understand
and manage impacts of climate change, pollution, overexploitation of resources, and marine hazards
on the marine environment, to contribute to maintenance of ecosystems’ functioning and the
sustainability of relevant economic operations as well as preventing biodiversity loss. Increasing
education, awareness and international collaboration by mobilizing the scientific community,
policy-makers, private sector and society at large the Programme will address, through seven Task
Teams, the Ocean Decade’s outcomes and contribute to the implementation of the UN Agenda 2030.

Over the last decades, relevant initiatives contributed to well-structure and coordinate the
Mediterranean community that has developed several programmes and projects and co-designed
regional initiatives and national plans to achieve sustainable development in the marine and
maritime realm. However, further efforts are needed to catch up with increasing pressures or fail to
take them into account in light of changing environmental conditions and socio-economic
requirements. Recognizing that the region is still not on track to achieve and fully implement the
commonly agreed SDGs, SciNMeet will contribute to the UN Ocean Decade challenges as well as the
implementation of relevant R&I framework programmes for the region, namely the Horizon Europe
Mission ‘Restore our ocean and waters by 2030’ and its Mediterranean lighthouse on pollution.

Following the endorsement by the UNESCO/IOC, the SciNMeet UN-Decade Mediterranean
Programme is ready to fly. The launch event, run in a hybrid modality in Rome (ltaly) at CNR
headquarters, will mark a substantial milestone to start-up the activities. Supported by a dedicated
governance system, seven technical Task Teams will work together to address Climate Change,
Marine Pollution, Marine Hazard, Ocean Literacy & Education, Ocean Observing & Prediction, Data
Sharing, and Knowledge Transfer/Capacity Building, by engaging the broad community of
stakeholders, according to the principle of co-design and in line with the principles outlined in the
UN-Decade Implementation Plan. In doing so, the SciNMeet system will constantly bring its outputs
and contribution to major R&I and science-to-policy frameworks.



During the launch event, the introductory plenary session will be followed by operational parallel
meetings of the Task Teams, addressing contents and rationale, Terms of Reference and roadmap for
the smooth running of the activities. The Task Team's spokesperson will then report to the audience.
